In the Acts of the
Apostles, Jesus followers are described as people who are turning the world upside down.
Wherever the gospel was preached, lives were being transformed, whole communities were
changing. Borders and boundaries dissolved in the living water of God’s truth. We are the heirs of
this Apostolic tradition, the tradition of bringing live enriching change to communities of people.
Disciples of Jesus Christ are transformers, are people who by the grace given to them change lives
for the better.

The question, I have been asking myself, and now put before you, is this: how is Trinity
UMC making a difference in our community. If tomorrow the church were suddenly gone, what
difference would it make to our community? I am asking each of you to pray about these
questions. How are we being called to make disciples? How are we empowering disciples to
transform the world? I encourage you to talk with one another. Share what you believe God is
telling you and listen to how God may be speaking to others. Then together let us act. Together we
can make disciples for the transformation of the world.
